People have a very strange relationship with food: we like to eat well, but we often don't know how our food was grown. It might have been treated with pesticides or contain antibiotics, chemicals and even GMOs. Some people don't care, others do. 
 
The Federation of Young European Greens (FYEG) is concerned about our food. Ska Keller, spokesperson of FYEG, says: "The food we eat doesn't only influence our own health. Food production has an important place in our ecosystem. Intensive industrial farming is threatening the future of our planet by its exhausting farming techniques." 
 
Ernest Urtasun, co-spokesperson of FYEG, adds: "We as greens go for a more sustainable way of farming that enables all farmers on earth to get a fair price for their products, now and in the future. GMOs, as one of the greatest threats to our environment, just don't fit into this picture. Organic food does: we believe organic food is a way to protect our environment and to feed the world in a sustainable way at the same time."
 
Because of this concern, FYEG is running a campaign on organic food. The campaign 'Tell me what I eat' will be launched on September 14th, with a European wide action. Joke Van de Putte, Campaign Co-ordinator of FYEG, explains: "Campaigners of FYEG will ask people in the streets about their knowledge on organic food and GMOs as a major threat to organic food. They will give people a bag of seeds and instructions on how to grow these seeds in an organic way. A famous statue in town will help the campaigners promoting organic food. The aim of this action is to make people aware of what they eat."
